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Anyone who has ever typed knows how frustrating it can be when you just can't seem to control errors. Let me show you how to chart a course to keyboarding success using MAP. MAP stands for Misstroke Analysis and Prescription and that is exactly what MAP does. This special program analyzes 75 different types of accuracy problems. MAP begins by identifying YOUR top four accuracy problems and then prescribes a list of individual, corrective drills tailor made just for you. These drills are designed to correct your keyboarding weaknesses and help you avoid making similar errors in the future Let's see how MAP works.

1. In GDP, click the MAP icon to open MAP.
2. Let's explore the different parts of this Error MAP screen. I'll begin by taking the Pretest so that you can see exactly how MAP works. When I finish, the first sentence on this screen will display the results of my pretest and identify how many errors I made and what types of errors I tend to make. MAP will then compile a list of Prescriptive Drills for me to type to help fix my particular keystroking problems.
3. I'll begin by clicking the Take Pretest button.

4. A randomly selected pretest appears at the top of the screen. This passage contains at least two occurrences of every letter in the alphabet and at least one occurrence of each punctuation mark and nonprinting keystrokes, such as Tab  and Enter .
5. The pretest is not timed so that I can finish the entire passage. I will type the entire passage one time—pushing moderately for speed and typing fast enough so that I will make some errors. I will not be allowed to correct errors. After all, how can MAP examine my errors if I don’t make any? I will also be sure I am using good keyboarding technique including keeping my eyes on the copy and maintaining a steady even pace. [Type passage.]

6. I finished typing the pretest. I will now press Enter to end the passage and I will click Score Text so that MAP can analyze each error and sort them into categories. 

7. After I click Score Text, I am returned to the Error Map. Next I will click View Scored Text to review my errors.
[Drag the Scored Text window down under the fingers and describe errors pointing to the Error Map screen.]. 

8. The first sentence at the top of the screen identifies the number of errors I made and their categories. I have 5 errors total. The first is a misstroke on the letter "B." I typed a "V" instead of a "B." I see that the "B" is outlined on the keyboard and has a small 1 next to it indicating one error on that letter. Under Prescriptive Drills, I see an exercise for the B key.

9. I have 3 concentration errors—the transposition of "the," the omission of "new," and the addition of the extra "o" in "to." Insertion/Omission drills are listed first under prescriptive drills because this type of error was made most frequently in the pretest.
10. I have 1 nonprinting error. It was the omission of the Tab  key. The Tab key is outlined in red on the keyboard and indicates 1 error. It is listed as a key to practice under Prescriptive drills. [Close the scored copy window.]
11. Under Prescriptive Drills, you will see a list up to four individualized prescriptive drills designed to correct my top four keyboarding weaknesses and help me avoid making similar errors in the future. 

12. When I click the first drill, I will move to the practice screen for intensive practice on that reach, in that case Insertion and Omission.. I will type the text shown in the top window, pressing Enter after each line. If I make an error, the software chimes, indicates the error with a red pointer, and stops until I type the correct stroke. This give me immediate feedback and reinforcement on my progress. [Demo and pause to finish typing.] The first word is "kab" I will type "ka" and an "a." Notice that I get a red pointer under the letter "b" indicating I need to type a "b" to continue. I will type a "b" and the red arrow goes away and I can finish in like fashion. When I finish with the first set of drill lines, I click the right arrow button to continue to the next MAP drill, which is a prescriptive drill for Tab. I will continue in like manner until I have finished all drills.
13. When I click Return to MAP, I can see that I will have a bullet by the completed drills I have typed. I want to type each Prescriptive drill at least one time, but I can continue as long as I want to.
14. MAP is very versatile and gives you choices to practice drills other than the listed Prescriptive Drills. For example, if I click a key with a red outline, I can work on intensive drills only for this key. [Describe drill.] I'll click the letter "B." You can see that it takes me to intensive practice on the "B" key. When I finish this drill, I would click Return to MAP.

15. I can also click on any one of the rows to the right of the keyboard to work on that entire row of keys. If I wanted to work on the lower row only, I would click this particular button.
16. Likewise, the fingers below the keyboard show me which fingers are responsible for making the errors. In this case the "F" finger was responsible for the error on the "B" key and if I wanted to practice drills for that particular finger only, I could click on this finger and work intensively on those keys. 
17. The function key area breaks my errors down by function—Alphabetic, Punctuation, and Nonprinting. I can click on any function key to work on the corresponding drill. 
18. Concentration Errors lists the kinds of concentration errors I made. Notice when you mouse over, you will get additional detailed information for that drill.
19. Reach errors tells me the types of reaches causing problems. 
20. You can select MAP anytime by clicking the MAP button. You can either take a Pretest each time you return to MAP or click on the same list of Prescriptive Drills knowing that each time you click a prescriptive drill, it will be brand new since the last time you used MAP. MAP is also introduced systematically in the textbook one time in every unit.
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21. So there you have it!! MAP your way to keyboarding success with GDP and College Keyboarding.
