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8.07-8.09: Importing a database
When you import a database such as recipes.mdb (use copy/paste or drag/drop), FrontPage does the following:
· Creates a directory named fpdb; saves the imported database (*.mdb) in the hidden directory.

· Creates a global.asa file (files that stores the VBScript—Visual Basic programming) that connects the Web site to the database. You don't need to open this file.
· Creates an unverified database connection.
8.09: Verifying a database
· Tools, Web Settings, Database tab, click Recipes, Verify, OK.

8.11: Enabling a Web site to run scripts on Active Server pages (ASP pages)
· ASP page includes client-side and server-side scripts that process pages.

· Tool, Page Options, Compatibility, all checkboxes should be checked.

· Right-click root Web, all boxes checked.

8.12, 8.15: Sending Database results to Web page as OUTPUT—Database Results region

· Insert a database results region—a Web page component that retrieves;/displays filtered database data on the page (client/server scripts). Save this page as an ASP page. Customer Feedback (cust_qry.asp) is similar to a Data Access Page (DAP) except functionality is much more limited—you cannot add, delete, sort, filer, or change records displayed like you can in a DAP.
· Insert, Database, Results, Database Results Wizard starts—answer questions

8.18: Inserting database results region with search form to filter a database

· Search form allows visitors to search and display desired records; you will save cust_qry.asp  as custsrch.asp; run Database Results Wizard again (DC Database Results region) to create search form.
· Open custsrch.asp (Search), right-click, Database Results Properties; in Database Results Wizard, Next, More Options, Criteria, Add, Category=Category; OK, Next, Next, Finish; format headings; preview.
· This file is titled Customer Feedback because it is displaying the results of customer feedback.

8.23: Editing database and updating the asp file
· You may edit the database by opening it directly in Access and adding records; the database results region will be updated also.

8.27: Sending form results to a database as INPUT rather than *.csv or *.htm file.

· guestbk.asp—has a form in it rather than a database results region—form results go to database rather than form displaying results of database;
· To configure form to save results to the database guest.mdb, right-click form, Form Properties, Send to database, Options, Database Connection to Use, Guest.

8.34: Sending database results directly from a Web page called a Data Access Page (DAP) and then from the DAP to a database in FP

· Open database in Access; create the DAP first; Pages Object; Create data access page by using wizard.

· This DAP Web page has a form to display the data and you can add, delete, sort, filter or change records. This is like having a live database on the Web.
· Guest.mdb to (OUTPUT) results.dap (Data Access Page)
· DAP saved in two places: a Pages object in the database and an HTML file on the server.
· The DAP *.htm file initially has an Access icon. Right-click DAP file, Open With, and choose FrontPage so that the DAP file opens in FrontPage for editing rather than in Access. The files are dynamically hyperlinked.
To  import a delimited txt file in Access
Open Excel and open \_private\form_results.txt as a delimited file. Save it as a txt file then import it into Access—File, Get External Data, Import, browse to *.txt file, Import; Import Text Wizard—Delimited, Next; Tab, In a New Table, Next, Next, Let Access add primary key, Next, Finish. etc.
